President’s Message

     Before delving in and discussing 
where your neighborhood assocition 
has been focused for the past two 
months, I want to reafýrm why the 
Duboce Triangle Neighborhood Associa-
tion exists. The association was founded 
when two existing neighborhood groups 
joined forces to represent Duboce Trian-
gle interests at city hall. True to our pur-
pose, we continue to actively represent 
your interests with the city and District 
8 Supervisor Bevan Dufty on several is-
sues that directly affect all of us, like the 
Market Octavia Plan, a historic resource 
survey, and Halloween.

Market/Octavia Plan
The Market Octavia Plan is now close to 
being taken before the Planning Com-
mission for approval, then to the Board 
of Supervisors. 
     The plan would rezone quite a few 
areas, including nearly all of Duboce 
Triangle, as well as a large part of the 
Mission Dolores neighborhood and all 
of Hayes Valley. While weôre in the ýnal 
stages of working with the Planning  
Department on a neighborhood position 
about the plan, we’re happy to report 
that through our continued advocacy,

Over 
the past three years I 
have worked with 
the City, neighbors 
and merchants to 
turn it around 
from the mayhem 
in 2002 when 
there were ýve 
serious stabbings. 
By taking responsibility to change 
Halloween, we have made many 
improvements such as banning on-
street alcohol inside the venue,

     That said, Halloween 2005 was 
disappointing in that drinking, prop-
erty destruction and disrespect was 
unchecked on many of the blocks 
outside of the venue, such as Bea-
ver, Henry, and other streets in the 
Duboce
neighborhood.  SFPD shrunk the 
venue, thinking that it would be less 
crowded on a Monday.  Instead there 
was balmy weather, 20 degrees 
warmer than usual, and the sheer 
magnitude of the crowd limited the  
ability of SFPD to respond.

     The 2006 Pride Sunday weekend I 
was also very troubling as I witnessed 
hundreds of young people gather-
ing after 10:00 p.m. based upon 
MySpace postings, text messages 
and a rumored radio announcement 
that if there were enough people there 
would be an impromptu street closure 
and party in the Castro.  There were 
no places for those under-21 to go 
other than the streets and it led to 
trouble.

     I witnessed a group assault in 
the intersection of 18th/Castro and 
immediately called #911 and Mission 
Station Captain John Goldberg and
Deputy Chief David Shinn asking for 
deployment of Ofýcers from Mission 
and other Stations citywide. There 
were nine arrests; all young women 
under the age of 20 and Police recov-
ered a gun and a baseball bat were.
Because of these warning signs, I 
spoke up about my concern, and that 
of many others, that this event has 
become too massive for a residential 
neighborhood and put forward sug-
gestions about developing another 
venue, such as the Embarcadero.

I took my concerns to the Mayor and 
met with --DTNA President Dennis 
Richards, and City Departments. 
Police Chief Heather Fong and Fire 
Chief Joanne Hayes-White expressed 
concern that moving Halloween this 
year could cause more problems

if the new venue was not successful 
in drawing attendees and we were 
not prepared in the Castro with an 
adequate public safety response.

     At our meeting, Mayor Newsom 
pledged a signiýcantly increased 
public safety presence to ensure that 
Halloween 2006 is safe and scaled-
down so as not to encourage atten-
dance from throughout the Bay Area. 
Chief Fong will present a plan at the 
upcoming meeting that extends the
venueôs perimeter and ýxed-Police 
presence to Duboce.  We are seek-
ing to scale back the event with less 
entertainment and messages encour-
aging  individuals to stay in their own 
cities and communities.  We simply 
can’t be the venue for Halloween for 
everyone from San Jose to Walnut 
Creek.

     I have also asked that the entire 
Gang Task Force at the SFPD be 
deployed to our neighborhood. These 
Ofýcers know Gang Members and 
vice versa.  I was disappointed that 
these well-trained Ofýcers were not 
on-site in 2005. We have asked that 
many of the residential streets in the 
Duboce area have barricades with 
presence by DPT, Fireýghters and 
Police so that we prevent the side 
street parties and public nuisance 
activity.

     The City is also asking neighbor-
hood residents having house parties 
on Halloween NOT to let their guests 
spill out onto the streets.  It attracts
strangers and makes it difýcult for the 
Police to limit activity and problems 
on the blocks that should be quiet.

     I am encouraged that the Mayor, 
Police Chief and other City Depart-
ments share these concerns and will 
direct signiýcantly more resources to 
make the evening safe and discour-
age people from outside the commu-
nity who see Halloween as an excuse 
to cause trouble and victimize our 
neighborhood and its residents
                 

     While I’ve taken some heat for my 
stance, I was could not go forward with 
a business as usual approach to Hal-
loween in light of the events I’ve
discussed. These concerns were 
underscored when San Diego’s Gay 
Pride celebration in July was marred 
by vicious baseball bat attacks on 
six attendees that resulted in critical 
injuries.  Over 2,000 people marched 
in San Diego against this anti-Gay 
violence.

     The safety of my constituents is 
my top priority.  I appreciate the help 
of DTNA leaders and members over 
the past three years.  Despite so much 
effort, we still have not drawn people 
from the neighborhood to want to 
attend, which I understand.  I share 
the frustration that so many  people 
come from elsewhere and do not show 
respect or concern for their actions.

     Many of you know that I worked 
until 3:00 a.m. last Halloween and then 
returned at 7:00 a.m. with DPW Crews 
led by Deputy Director Mohammed 
Nuru to clean up the neighborhood.

     We will do everything necessary to 
make this a safe, sane Halloween.
www.halloweeninthecastro.com will 
be launched in September to provide 
regular updates and information.  We 
will also reconvene with the  Mayor fol-
lowing Halloween 2006 to discuss the 
direction this battleship should take.
